The First Lesson 
  

A Reading from the book of Exodus, the 34th chapter beginning at the twenty-ninth verse. 
  
29Moses came down from Mount Sinai. As he came down from the mountain with 
the two tablets of the covenant in his hand, Moses did not know that the skin of his 
face shone because he had been talking with God. 30When Aaron and all the 
Israelites saw Moses, the skin of his face was shining, and they were afraid to come 
near him. 31But Moses called to them; and Aaron and all the leaders of the 
congregation returned to him, and Moses spoke with them. 
 32Afterward all the Israelites came near, and he gave them in commandment all that 
the Lord had spoken with him on Mount Sinai. 33When Moses had finished 
speaking with them, he put a veil on his face; 34but whenever Moses went in before 
the Lord to speak with him, he would take the veil off, until he came out; and when 
he came out, and told the Israelites what he had been commanded,35the Israelites 



would see the face of Moses, that the skin of his face was shining; and Moses would 
put the veil on his face again, until he went in to speak with him.

The Second Reading 
  

A Reading from 2 Peter, the 1st Chapter beginning at the thirteenth verse. 
  
13I think it right, as long as I am in this body, to refresh your memory,14since I know 
that my death will come soon, as indeed our Lord Jesus Christ has made clear to 
me. 15And I will make every effort so that after my departure you may be able at any 
time to recall these things. 
  
16For we did not follow cleverly devised myths when we made known to you the 
power and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but we had been eyewitnesses of his 
majesty. 17For he received honor and glory from God the Father when that voice was 
conveyed to him by the Majestic Glory, saying, “This is my Son, my Beloved, with 
whom I am well pleased.” 18We ourselves heard this voice come from heaven, while 
we were with him on the holy mountain. 
  
19So we have the prophetic message more fully confirmed. You will do well to be 
attentive to this as to a lamp shining in a dark place, until the day dawns and the 
morning star rises in your hearts. 20First of all you must understand this, that no 
prophecy of scripture is a matter of one’s own interpretation, 21because no prophecy 
ever came by human will, but men and women moved by the Holy Spirit spoke from 
God.

31They appeared in glory and 
were speaking of his departure, which he was about to accomplish at 
Jerusalem. 32Now Peter and his companions were weighed down with sleep; but since 
they had stayed awake, they saw his glory and the two men who stood with 
him. 33Just as they were leaving him, Peter said to Jesus, “Master, it is good for us to 
be here; let us make three dwellings, one for you, one for Moses, and one for Elijah” 
—not knowing what he said. 34While he was saying this, a cloud came and 
overshadowed them; and they were terrified as they entered the cloud. 35Then from 
the cloud came a voice that said, “This is my Son, my Chosen; listen to 
him!” 36When the voice had spoken, Jesus was found alone. And they kept silent and 
in those days told no one any of the things they had seen.

Then the Celebrant continues

prophets; and above all in the Word made flesh, Jesus, your 
Son. For in these last days you sent him to be incarnate from 
the Virgin Mary, to be the Savior and Redeemer of the world. 
In him, you have delivered us from evil, and made us worthy 
to stand before you. In him, you have brought us out of error 
into truth, out of sin into righteousness, out of death into life. 
  
At the following words concerning the bread, the Celebrant is to hold it, 
or to lay a hand upon it; and at the words concerning the cup, to hold or 
place a hand upon the cup and any other vessel containing wine to be consecrated.  
 
On the night before he died for us, our Lord Jesus Christ took 
bread; and when he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and 
gave it to his disciples, and said, "Take, eat: This is my Body, 
which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me." 
  
After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given 
thanks, he gave it to them, and said, "Drink this, all of you: 
This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you 
and for many for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink 
it, do this for the remembrance of me."

Take them in remembrance that Christ died for 
you, and feed on him in your hearts by faith, 
with thanksgiving. 
 
The ministers receive the Sacrament in both kinds, and then immediately 
deliver it to the people. 
  
Using the center aisle, proceed to the Altar rail. Once you have received communion,  
return to your seat using the side aisles.

The Body of Christ, the bread of heaven. [Amen.]
